• 	 To encourage the choice of a lifestyle that integrates the emotional, social, 	
	 intellectual, physical and the spiritual aspects of human nature.

Outline of “Choosing to Love” sessions for young people:

Happiness: sacred dream
Identify their sacred dream: to know God, to flourish, grow and be happy.

Foetal Development
Focus on their own unique life before birth.

Fertility
A factual look at male and female fertility.

Unplanned Pregnancy
Realise that abortion destroys a fully human baby.
Discuss all the issues surrounding an unplanned pregnancy.

Sexually Transmitted Infections
Provide information based on medical facts and current statistics.

Media
Evaluate how the media presents sexuality.
Understand how the media message distorts their sacred dream.

Friendships: choosing to love
Discover the characteristics of true friendship.

Dating Behaviour 
Discuss typical scenarios and experiences encountered by young people.
Appreciate the need to respect their dating partner and realise that appropriate sexual 
behaviour will have long term benefits.

Marriage 
Appreciate that intercourse is the special language of married love, which demands a 
permanent commitment (love that is: faithful, fruitful, free and total).
